Notice is hereby given that the Council of the London Borough of Camden proposes to make the 
above orders under Sections 45, 46, 49 and 124 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic 
Regulation Act 1984, as amended. The general nature and effect of the orders will be to designate 
disabled parking places either in general or for specific individuals, together with associated changes 
to existing parking restrictions as set out below: 
 
LADY SOMERSET ROAD: north side; removal of a 7.1 metre section of the permit holders parking 
place outside no. 60 Lady Somerset Road in order to designate a dedicated disabled person’s parking 
place at the location.
